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HOW TO SEEK REVIEW OR REVOCATION OF A FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT ORDER

FACT SHEET NUMBER 7
Who do I contact?  

If a client wants to review a management order or have the NSW Trustee and Guardian (NSWT&G) removed as financial manager they need to consult with the organisation that issued the management order.  This may be the Supreme Court (Equity Division - Protective), Guardianship Tribunal or Mental Health Review Tribunal.  Their contact details are listed at the bottom of this page.

What information do you need to provide?

If a client wishes to revoke the NSWT&G as the financial manager of their finances they will need evidence from an appropriate professional such as a medical practitioner, psychologist, or social worker who can show that the client is capable of managing their own financial affairs.  The client will also have to fill in some forms.

Can someone else take over the management of an estate?

A client may ask the Supreme Court or Guardianship Tribunal to appoint someone other than the NSW Trustee and Guardian as the financial manager of their estate.
